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THIS INDENTURE MADE the Tenth day of May in the yeares of the raigne of our sovraigne Lord James by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland Kinge Defendor of the fayth  That is to say of England France and Ireland the Nyneth;  And of Scotland the fower and fortith;  Betweene Thomas Fynche of Westwick in the parish of St. MIchaells neere the towne of St. Albans in the county of Hertford yeoman of the one parte,  And Robert Lasbye of Westwicke aforesayde in the County of Hertford yeoman of the other party  WITNESSETH that whereas the sayde Thomas Fynche and one Robert Lasbye father of the sayde Robert purchased of one Anthony Bacon late of Gorhambury in the countie aforesayde Esquire deceased One Messuage or Tenement with diverse barnes, stables, orchards gardens outhouses edifices and buyldings sittuate in Westwick aforesayde late in the tenure of one Henry Knighte or of his assignes,  AND ALSO one close called Homefeilde conteyninge by estimacon Tenne acres more or lesse  Two cloases called Deanefeild contayninge by estimacon Twelve acres more or lesse,  One Pightell called Hodges Wicke conteyninge by estimacon one acre and one Rode more or lesse,  One Slippe of grounde adjoyninge by estimacon One acre and a halfe more or lesse,  One cloase called Longfeild contayninge Tenne acres more or lesse,  One cloase called Wellfeilde conteyneinge fyve acres more or lesse,  One cloase called Blackwater Crofte contayneinge by estymacon Three acres more or lesse, One close called Shrowefeild conteyneinge fower acres more or lesse one Springe lyeinge neere the Messuage aforesayde contayneinge fower acres more or less WHICH premysses above menconed the sayde Richard Lasbye and Thomas Fynch did purchase to holde the one moyetie to the sayd Richard Lasbye his heires and assignes and thother Moyetie to the sayde Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes by reason whereof the sayd Richard Lasbye and Thomas Fynche were Tennants and helde the same in Comon  AND THE SAME beinge so undevyded the sayde Richard Lasbye did convey his moyetie of all and sigular the premysees to the sayde Robert Lasbye his sonne and his heires for ever.  AND THE SAYDE Robert Lasbye and Thomas Fynche heveinge beene heretofore Tennants in Comon of all and sigular the premysses,  And haveinge now lately by themselves and the mediation of freends devyded and made partition of all and singular the premysses and allotted each to other his parte purparte and porcon of all and singular the premysses in sevralltie in such sorte mannor and forme as hereafter in theis presente is menconed and declared NOW this Indenture therefore further witnesseth that for the extinguishinge and avoydeinge of all doubt and Ambiguyties purient and contencous which may hereafter arrise or be moved conteyneing the premysses and for a perfecte and absolute partiton and devysion of all and singular the sayde Messuage landes Tenements and hereditmant above menconed to be made in mannor and forme as hereafter in theis presents they are menconed to be severed and parted,  And for such Confirmacon   of the sayde particon and devision and anyseinge of the sayde premysses accordingly IT IS COVENANTED grannted promysed and agreed by and betweene the sayde Thomas Fynche and Robert Lasbye their heires executors administrators and assignes and every of them by theis presente in mannor and forme followinge That is to say,  the sayde Thomas Fynche for himselfe his heires executors and administrators and assignes and for every of them Doth Covenante promyse and grannte to and with the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires executors administrators and assignes by theis presents,  That he the sayd Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes and any of them for ever hereafter shall or may have holde or quietly enjoye from the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes above menconed,  All that mesuage above specifyed with all the howses edifices and buylding orchards and gardens thereunto belonginge,  And all that part of Homefeild next adjoyninge to the messuage aforesayd as it is now severed from the rest of the sayd Cloase,  And those Two Cloases called Deane feild ( except Chalke hereunto refered to and for the sayd Thomas his heires and assignes and libtie to digge abd fetche away the same,  All that wicke aforesayde called Hodges Wicke all that slippe aforesayd adjoyeinge to Deane feilde:  All that Cloase called Shrovefeild lyeing by Hegdell Lane and all that halfe parte of the Springe lyenge next to the messuage aforesayde as it is now staked out from the rest of the sayde Springe and also one Rode and odd poole at the neither end of Longfeilde next the slippe sforesayde as it is now staked out from the rest of the halfe parte of the Springe lyeinge next the messuage aforesayde as it is now stakes out from the rest of the sayd feilde except and alwaies reserved libtie to and for the sayde Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes for ever and his and there relevant Carts and horses to digge and fetche Chalke at a Chalke pitt in Deane feilde aforesayde by and through Hodges Lane aforesayde at the will and pleasure of the sayd Thomas Fiynch his heires and assignes for such land only as the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes shall from tyme to tyme use occupye and enjoye in his own hands and possesssion doinge as little hurte and spoyle as conveniently he or they may unto the sayd Robert his heires or assignes or his or their lands AND THE SAYDE Robert Lasbye for himselfe his heires executors administrators and assignes and for every of them doth Covernante promyse and grannt to and with the sayd Thomas Fynch his heires executors administrators and assignes and every of them  Shall and may have holde occupie possess and enjoy from the saide Robert Lasbye and his heires and assignes for each devyded in severall and not to be holden in Comon nor in Joynture for his full and whole moyetie halfe parte purparte and porcon of the sayde messuage lande Tenement and hereditament before menconed with the apportionments.  All and singular that parte or halfe of Homefeilde aforesayd which is next to the Messuage of the sayde Thoams Fynch as the same is now devyded and severed from the rest of the sayde Close And also the two pightells aforesayde next the house of the sayd Thomas Fynche,  And also the Cloase aforesayd called Longfeild as it is now severed from a little parcell of the rest of the sayde Close,  And also the close aforesayd called Wellfeild  lyeing nere the howse of the sayde Thomas,  And also all that Cloase called Blackwater Crofte and also halfe that parte of the Springe aforesayde as it is now severed from the rest of the sayde Springe and lyes at the West End next the   higheway leadinge from St. Albans to Hemelhemsted togeather with Chalke and libtie to fetch Chalke as aforesayd  AND THE SAYDE Thomas Fynche for himselfe his heires executors and assignes doth Covenante and grannte to and with the sayd Robert Lasbye his heires executors and assignes by theis presents,  That he the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires and assisgnes and every of them Shall or lawfully may have holde and enjoye to him and them in sevrall as above sayde  All the sayd Messuage or Tenemant with the appertances thereof  And all and Singular the barnes stable Orchards outhuses edifices and buildinge thereunto belonginge and also such lndevidual cloases and part of cloases as above is mencioned to be the parte and porcon alloted to the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes in severall freed and discharged or otherwise requester or requests sufficiently saved and kepte harvestes of land from all charges tythes  Troubles and incombrances had made done or suffered by or under the sayde Thomas Fynche his heires or assignes or on from by or under any other person or persons whatever by their or either of their assent consent title means or procurement  AND THAT the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and asssignes shall and will at all and evry tyme and tymes hereafter dureinge the space of Seaven whole yeares next ensueing the date of theis presents at the request of the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes, and at this their owne proper cost and charges in the lawe made doe suffer knowledge and execute all and evry such further and other lawfull and reasonable acts parts thinge and things assureance and conveyance what ever for the better assureance and setleinge of the sayde messuage and premises above menconed to be allotted for the parte and porcon of the sayd Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes for and in sevrall as by him the sayd Robert Lasbye his heires or assignes or by his or their Councell learned in the lawe shalbie reasonably devysed advised or required.  Be it by fynne deede or deeds unrolled or not enrolled confirmacon release or by any other reasonable wayes and meanes whatsoever.  AND THE SAYD Robert Lasbye for himself his heires executors and administrators and assignes and for evry of them doth Covenant promyse and grannte to and with the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires executors and to and with evry of them by theis presents that the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes Shall or lawfully may have holde and enjoye to him and his heires and assignes in severall  as above sayde  All the sayde parte of Homefeilde next the howse of the said Thomas,  And all and Singular the Cloases parte of cloases lande premysses above menconed to be allottes to the sayd Thomas Fynch and his heires in several freed and discharged to otherwise upon request sufficiently saved and kept harmless   of and from all chardges tythes troubles and incombrances whatsoever had made done or suffered or to be had made committed done or suffered by from or under the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes and by from and under any other person or persons whatsoever by his their or any of their agents consent title meanes or procurement  AND THAT he the sayde Robert Lasbye his heires and assignes Shall and will at all and evry tyme and tymes herefater dureinge the space of Seaven whole yeares next ensueinge the  the date of theis presente att the request of the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes and at his and thier owne proper costs and charges in the lawe make doe suffer knowledge and execute all and evry such further and other reasobale acte and acts thing and things assurance and assurances conveyannce and conveyannces  Whatsoever for the better assureance and sure settleinge of the premysses whith th'appertanances above menconed to be allotted to the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and  assignes and any part therof unto the sayd Thomas Fynche  his heires and assignes for ever in sevrall  as by the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires or assignes or by his or their councell learned in the lawe shalbie reasonably devysed advised and required,  Be it by Fynne feofmant deed or deeds inrolled or not inrolled confirmacon release or by any other reasonable waies or meanes whatsoever,  AND IT IS lastly covenanted grannted and agreed by and betweene the said parties to their present,  That all rents and service from henceforth to become due and payeable to the cheife lord of the fee or fees of the said messuage or Tennemant and other the premysses shalbe equally borne and payde by and betweene the said Thomas Fynch and Robert Lasbye and their heires and assignes  for ever  IN WITNESS WHEROF the parties for the above menconed to theis parts Indentures interchangeably sett their handed and seales the daie and yeare above menconed.
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
