THIS INDENTURE MADE the Second day of June  in the yeares of the raigne of ye soveraigne Lord James by the Grace of God of England Scotland and France and Ireland Kinge defendor of the faith That is to say of England France and Ireland the Nyneth And of Scotland the fyve and fortithe, Betweene Richard Lasbye of Westwick in the parishe of  St. Michaells neer the Towne of St. Albans in the county of Hertford yeoman And Robert Lasbye of Westwicke aforesayd in the sayd county of Herts yeoman sonne of the sayd Richard of thone partye, And Thomas Fynche of Westwick aforesayd in the sayd county of Hertfordshire yeoman of the other partye  WITNESSETH that whereas a certayne hedge sett and being betweene a close of grounde called Harpes and Blackwater Crofte seittuate in Westwick aforesayd was and is by particon made between the sayd Thomas and Robert Allotted unto the sayd Thomas Fynche and his heires WHICH  sayde hedge is now claymed by one John Greene of Westwick aforesayd who bought the sayde cloase called Harpes of the sayde Richard Lasbyes assignes  IT IS THEREFORE covenanted concluded and agreed by and between evry of the saide parties, AND the sayd Richard Lasbye and Robert Lasbye for themselves and either of them their and either of their heires executors administrators and assignes covernante promyse and grannte to and with the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes and any of them by theis parts; That if at any time after the date hereof the sayd John Greene his heires  or assignes or any other by or through his right tytle meanes or procurement do bringe or comence or cause to be brought or comenced any accon or suyte against the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires or assignes for the tryall of his tytle in or to the sayd hedge,  THAT THEN they the sayde Richard and Robert Lasbye or either of them, their or either of their heires or assignes or one or some of them Shall and will beare and pay unto the sayd Thomas Fynche his heires and assignes halfe such the charges as the sayde Thomas Fynche his heires or assignes, Shall disbursse and lay out in defendinge or executeinge of the same suyte and tytle.	AND ALSO if it shall happen the sayd hedge to be removed from the sayde Thomas Fynche his heires or assignes by the sayde John Greene or his heires or assignes  THAT THEN also they the sayde Richard and Robert Lasbye or either of them there or either of their heires or  assignes or some of one of them Shall and will allowe unto the sayde Thomas Fynche or his heires and assignes such other recompence and satisfaction for the same Hedge As shalbe Awarded and Adjudged by the Awarde and Judgement of fower men Indifferently to be chosen on both parts.  That is to say by ether of the sayd parties Two men apeece  IN WITNESS WHEROF  the parties first above named to theis presents Indentures interchangeably have sett theirhands and seales the day and yeres firste above written.
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
