DETAILS OF OWNERSHIP AND LANDUSE ACCORDING TO THE 1843 TITHE APPORTIONMENTS





As the area covered by the Leverstock Green Chronicle fell within three separate parishes before 1849, then the Tithe apportionments and maps were also drawn up according to the existing parishes in 1840 -44.  It was therefore necessary to consult the various Tithe records for Hemel Hempstead, St. Michaels and Abbots Langley to get a complete picture of Leverstock Green.  I shall deal with each set of records separately.



I have recorded the information here as it was written at the time, but feel I should point out that the information was recorded in the 19th century by people who were not native to the area, but gleaned their information from the locals.  This means that in several cases names of people and parcels of land were distorted by the local dialect.  For example, one of the owners of local property was given as Thomas Crimack; whereas other evidence suggests his name was Cromack.  George Dines was listed, whereas again this was in all probability the same man as George Danes, a principal landholder in St. Michael's Parish.  I'm tempted to wonder if the collectors of information for the Hemel Tithe were a little hard of hearing, judging by the apparent errors recorded in the local names.

TITHE RECORDS FOR HEMEL HEMPSTEAD



Copies of the Tithe maps for Hemel Hempstead ( drawn up in 1840 - 42 ) and the Tithe apportionments are kept in Hemel Hempstead Library. The originals are at the HALS. Listed below are the details relating to the Leverstock Green Division, plus the property which I consider to come within the scope of the Leverstock Green Chronicle.





I have not given all the information given in the tithe records, as the worth of the various properties didn't concern me.  I am however interested in the ownership of the land, and the use to which it was put.  As in the tithe records themselves, I have listed the land in the order of to whom it belonged, rather than in geographical order.  The number given to each parcel of land is that given in the original tithe survey.

Full details are not given here and much of the land was outside the area of study, although the Farmhouse itself, and the Brickfields and kilns were definitely within the area of study.  He  owned Bennetts End Farm which was occupied by Elizabeth Jennings.  The farm totaled 92 acres 1r 9p  and was a mixture or arable and pasture, with an additional 10 acres 2r 20p, also owned by Rev. Borckhardt and considered part & Parcel of the farm. These 10 acres were the Bennetts End brick kiln, brickworks and wood.  They were occupied by Thomas Franklin who ran the brickworks.  It is also interesting to note that Franklin Owned and occupied one of the largest houses in the area: Orchard Lea ( 1239 & 1238) in Tile Kiln Lane (later also known as Bennetts End House & Bennetts End Lodge and occupied in more recent times by Dr. Gregory.)

Bennetts End farm house was plot 1213, and the Brickfields etc. Were 1225 & 1226.



Tile Kiln Farm itself was owned jointly by John Edwin & Joseph Finch, with John Edwin, Thomas Franklin and others named as the occupiers.  I surmise that the Farm house operated predominantly as the brickwork’s Head Quarters.
